Hazard Mitigation Plan Update
Requirements

ÅThe plan must be updated every 5 years

ÅRe-assess hazard identification and risk assessment
ÅConsider any changes since the last plan update, and address events 

that have occurred since the last plan; 

ÅIncorporate local planning efforts;

ÅReport mitigation strategy (projects) progress and discuss 
adjustments;

ÅAddress any weaknesses identified in the previous plan review.

ÅMust be multijurisdictional



ÅDisaster Mitigation Act of 2000 (DMA 
2000)
ÅSection 322 of the Act specifically 

addresses mitigation planning and 
requires state and local governments to 
prepare multi-hazard migration plans as a 
precondition for receiving FEMA mitigation 
project grants.

ÅTitle 44 Code of Federal Regulations 
(CFR) Ä201.6 for FEMA approval and 
eligibility to apply for FEMA Hazard 
Mitigation Assistance

Federal Requirements



ÅParish will serve as the main liaison/POC throughout the 
planning process

ÅEach jurisdiction MUST show active participation in the planning 
process by the following:
ÅCompleting state required worksheets;

ÅIdentifying and updating jurisdiction specific mitigation actions 
(projects);

ÅHave representation at meetings;

ÅReport to community and gather feedback from appropriate agencies;

ÅAdopt the final plan.
